Initial housekeeping:

1. Discussed possibility of shifting bi-weekly this conference call by a week in order to synchronize with the UPDATE WG call.   No concerns were voiced.  Next meeting will be Wednesday 2/13.  Steve Clarke will update the meeting request and Google calendar.

Discussion:

1) The group agreed that the Transport WG will operate under the premise that all “Syndication Payloads” MUST be a subset of the RESO schema.  Steve C. and Sergio D. noted that allowing multiple different schema for payloads would force MLS vendors to undertake multiple different complex data mapping initiatives.  Jeff B. did raise the concern that the RESO schema may be considered “too complicated” for some syndication consumers and alternate schema representations may be requested.   Consensus was that those types of concerns would have to be addressed by the Schema WG and that within Transport WG, the above premise would still apply, even if the RESO schema is ultimately altered.

2) The group agreed that we would internally refer to the RESO schema as a “vocabulary” in order to indicate that it is merely setting the domain boundaries for any supported RESO-based “payload.”
3) The group agreed that the goal of “connecting” the RESO schema elements to the RETS 1.x metadata could be deferred, as long as we can assume a significantly simplified search capabilities for RESO-based payloads.  The notion of a “since” query was discussed briefly.
4) Work began on a “Payload Discovery Mechanism” for RETS 1.x.  Several ideas were raised:

· (Jeff) New GetSchemaList transaction

· (Sergio) New metadata elements integrated into 1.x metadata hierarchy.

· (Steve) New Login response tokens.

Consensus was to go with a new GetSchemaList transaction.  The new transaction would provide a list of available payload schemas as well as identify Resource and Class affiliations for each.  Steve C. will bring a draft proposal of this to the next workgroup call.

What do we do next?

· Define and finalize payload discovery mechanism.
· Define how payloads identified from the discovery mechanism can be requested as part of the output specification from a search request.
